Updated Value Proposal

The Selectmen reviewed the proposals.  They agreed that the proposal from Cross Country Appraisal was too high.  The members of the Board felt more comfortable with MRI whereas they are the current appraiser. 

Selectman Lindquist motioned to award the updated value contract to MRI.  Selectman Stewart seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Phone Systems

It was agreed that the best idea was to have a couple of the companies that sent in information meet with the Selectmen in a work session to give their proposals.  They agreed that if it was to save the town money, then it should be looked into.  The proposals look to save money on the telephones, not the telephone system.
