Chairman Stewart called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 pm

Visitors Comments
Department Heads

Road Agent, Jon Worthen- Mr. Worthen noted that the Brown Hill Road project has a tentative date scheduled to start on April 27th. The work to be done is grinding, regrading, hot top (regrade/repave), changing out a couple of culverts and to change a few swales.  He will be posting a sign “For Local Traffic Only” about 5 days ahead.  It was asked that surrounding towns be notified as well.  Mr. Worthen noted that it is being done during school vacation week, so that should alleviate some of the traffic.  He hopes that it is completed that week, if not, then the beginning of the following week.  
Fire Chief, Mike Carrier- Chief Carrier stated that he has established the criteria for a subcontracted Fire Inspector, as had been discussed with the Selectmen in a previous meeting.  The person would be responsible for fire safety, life safety, fire alarms, sprinklers and child care inspections.  He stated that the objective is to make a safe community.  Chairman Stewart asked how the inspections are done now.  Chief Carrier said that the full time personnel have been performing the inspections, but that they are having a hard time now updating all the current businesses that require inspections twice a year.  He explained that the work would include the inspection plus any research time needed prior to the inspection.  He is looking for only one person at this time, but would like to look into having a back up person down the road.  He stated that the job description is designed so that a retired inspector or fire marshal would qualify.  He explained that it is very specific and requires a specific skill.  He asked to advertise the position at the LGC.  He is expecting it to be a contracted position, not to exceed 16 hours per week at the rate of $18.50-$20.00 per hour.  Selectman Lindquist explained that the inspectors currently get $25 per inspection.  She also stated that once the inspections are caught up the number of hours should go down. 
Selectman Hartung moved to accept the outline of the job for Fire Inspector.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Selectman Hartung moved to authorize the Fire Chief to advertise and hire a contractor.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Police Chief, Joe Beaudoin- Chief Beaudoin stated that the new car was on line and that they sold the old cruiser to Fleetmaster for $800.  He went on to explain that the Plaistow Court is on a list to be closed and that it looks like Hampstead and Atkinson will be going to the court house in Salem.  This has costs associated with it such as the time an officer spends at the court house might increase.  He explained that in Plaistow if an officer is at the courthouse, but needed, he could return back to town.  It is not known if that is the same case in Salem.  There is also the issue of the County Attorney.  Currently we share the County Attorney with several other towns.  The Attorney would not be able to be in two different court houses at the same time.  He stated that the Chiefs are meeting with the state reps to explain their concerns, but that it was a done deal.  Selectman Hartung stated that it was not a done deal yet.  It passed in the House, but the Senate had not voted yet.  He felt that the towns being affected should meet with their State Senators and that it was salvageable.  It looks like the cost to the towns will be more than what the state will save.  It is also after the towns created their budgets without knowing of this potential impact.  
Selectman Lindquist noted that she had called the 329-5700 number over the weekend but it just kept giving her a busy signal.  She asked if the calls were still going to Rockingham Dispatch after hours.  Chief Beaudoin stated that there have been problems with their phones and no one has figured out the problem yet.  If Selectman Lindquist could give him the date and time he would check into the issue with the dispatch office.  
New Business 
Proclamation- Edward Zaremba, a senior at Pinkerton Academy was recently named the Prudential Spirit of Community Award winner for his work on a group at Pinkerton Academy called “Just Like Us”.  The Selectmen asked him to explain what has been done.  Mr. Zaremba thanked the Selectmen for inviting him and explained that as a freshman, along with 5 other freshman started the group.  There are now about 250 members which makes it the largest club on campus.  They hold about 10 events a year and work with the varsity clubs.  Their purpose is to raise social acceptance and awareness of those with disabilities.  Recently they purchased 3 WII systems and on Friday nights have a game night.  Chairman Stewart read the proclamation and then presented it to Mr. Zaremba.    Selectman Lindquist stated that it was nice to see young people doing things without any expectations.
Rockingham Planning Commission-Master Plan- Mr. Clark spoke to the Selectmen about the status of the Master Plan and the RPC (Rockingham Planning Commission).  He stated that it is not proceeding as fast as hoped.  MR. Greenwood of RPC had laid out some plans in the past, but the plans have not been followed through with.  Mr. Clark noted that Mr. Greenwood has had some personal issues, which has resulted in a delay of 3-4 weeks.  He has spoken with Mr. Greenwood and it is expected that there will be a few more sections ready by the end of the month.  Chairman Stewart asked if any deadlines could be given RPC.  Mr. Clark stated that there has been some and that he has also left messages with Mr. Greenwood’s boss and has noticed increased activity.  Mr. Panetta stated that the MPAC group (Master Plan Advisory Committee) toiled in obscurity for about 3 years and lost momentum and members.  They are disappointed that RPC has not staffed the project to achieve the desired results that were laid out.  It isn’t the first deadline that has been missed.  He stated that there are no chapters completed yet, even the ones that the MPAC put together.  The remaining members of the MPAC would like to see the heat turned up.  Mr. Clark was asked if there were any other options.  He replied that RPC is the best equipped.  They need to gather data from the towns and state to get the proportions and then see how the town compares to the RSA.  They have the contacts to be able to move quickly.  Mr. Clark disagreed with Mr. Panetta on one respect, he stated that the transportation section is done and waiting for Planning Board approval.  He was holding up the discussion on it to be able to do two groups at the same time.  Selectman Lindquist asked if anyone other than Mr. Greenwood could do the project just like the build out. Mr. Clark stated that he asked but had received no response.  He also noted that the build out is different from the chapters of the Master Plan.  It was stated that there was a May 1st deadline to complete the sections that were in the quote for the cost of $8,000.  Chairman Stewart asked if the deadline approaches, would that allow the relationship to end.  Mr. Panetta stated that they don’t want RPC under the bus, but it is not the only game in town.  He stated that there needs to be a way to get Hampstead up on the list.  Mr. Mesa-Tejada stated that it could be contracted out to another agency, such as Southern Regional Planning.  Mr. Mesa-Tejada explained that the sections that are finished were the ones the draft was done by the MPAC.  He wants the Selectmen to find out how much has been charged against the $15,000.  There has been no accounting for the funds.  He believes that they have nothing yet for whatever the cost has been.  Chairman Stewart asked about taking what is left and moving it to another agency and let RPC complete what they have.  Selectman Lindquist noted that she has seen three drafts.  Mr. Clark explained that there were comments on some and some data needed on others by RPC, but haven’t comeback.  They are all in a preliminary stage except for transportation.  It was agreed to focus on RPC and get them to focus.  Mr. Clark stated that they have a lot done, just not at the level wanted or expected.  Mr. Clark expected to have at least 3 or 4 chapters done and is himself disappointed.  Mr. Clark will continue to push and then update the Selectmen until May 1st.  The Selectmen thanked them for their input.
Emergency Management-Annual Concurrence- It is time for the annual concurrence on the EOP (Emergency Operations Plan).  There have been no changes, but the plan needs to be reviewed and updated.  Chairman Stewart asked if the Chiefs also review it.  Mrs. Theriault stated that they had not in the past, but they should have participated in the beginning of the plan, but not on the annual concurrence.  Mrs. Theriault will make sure Chief Carrier is given a copy.
Veteran’s Way- There was a request from the Planning Board for a document from the Selectmen to accept the construction of the roadway known as Veteran’s Way (a road laid out on Town property).  SFC Engineering sent the letter requesting the document.  Mr. Clark stated that there are a few issues still, which are the drainage on the ballfields and West Road.  The bond amount was reduced and what is left should be enough to cover any work that does not get completed by the contractor.  Mr. Clark stated that it was not unusual to accept a road with work still needed as long as the bond held covered the expected cost.  Selectman Hartung stated that it is needed to close the loop on the project.  Mr. Clark explained that if the Selectmen approve the construction of the road, this would give the development owners access to their property and would allow them to release the other two accesses back to the abutters.  Until the Selectmen accept the construction of the road, there is not enough frontage for access (if the other two accesses were to be released)
Selectman Hartung motioned to accept Veteran’s Way as a town Road as laid out by the Selectman and overseen by the Planning Board.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion.

Mr. Emerson stated that if the Selectmen were to vote tonight to accept the road, then the history has changed and it opens all roads to be done by a vote of the Selectmen, rather than a vote of the town.  Selectman Lindquist noted that she has always been an advocate to have all roads accepted at town meeting.  Mr. Emerson felt that this took away the residents vote, if accepted at a Selectmen’s meeting.  Mr. Clark noted that the Selectmen are allowed to accept a road with Planning Board approval, if authorized by the voters, per the RSA 674:40.  Mr. Emerson stated that there was no rush, why not wait until town meeting and allow the residents to vote.  Mr. Clark stated that from what he has heard, financing is getting strict and some contractors may not be able to get financing if there is no acceptance of a road.  He explained that in the past the Planning Board would be able to say enough work had been done and allow occupancy by signing the plan.  That would allow the selling of the lots.  They do not formally accept roads.  Chairman Stewart asked Mr. Clark if he was recommending acceptance of the road.  Mr. Clark stated that there was no downside.  He also explained that the Planning Board office is working on a lot of old roads that are finished, but still have bonds to be accepted in the near future.  Selectman Lindquist stated that she would like to see if it does hold up the financing, if not, then wait for town meeting.  Selectman Hartung stated that you could be using three different banks and two will accept, but not the third.  Selectman Hartung stated that the discussion could be tabled to the next meeting if it was necessary.  Chairman Stewart stated that he recently went through training and he would like to see what authority the Selectmen have.  Selectman Hartung explained that it is a layout and that they are just accepting that it was built correctly.  Selectman Lindquist remembered that recently the Selectmen accepted the remainder of Mary E. Clark Drive as a town road, without it going on the warrant and that the Selectmen were given the authority to aceept roads by Town Meeting vote.  Rr. Clark said roads accepted by the Selectmen will be listed in the Town Report in the Planning Board report.   The motion passed unanimously.  
PSNH-Telephone Poles- There was a request to have permission from PSNH to place flags on poles on Emerson Avenue, West Road, Main Street and Stage Road.  The Patriotic Purposes Committee along with the VFW and Lions Club are donating the flags and will be putting them up.  PSNH will review each pole requested and eventually grant their permission.
Selectman Hartung motioned to authorize the license request is signed by the Chairman or one of the other members.  Selectmen Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Old Business

Taxation of Camp Trailers-This is a continuation from a previous meeting.  There was to be an economic benefit to the town brought forward from Mr. Reynolds, owner of Sanborn Shores Campground.  The primary issue is of fairness.  As Chairman Stewart explained there is part A: Is it fair to tax a stick built summer cottage that sits next to a camper off wheels, that isn’t taxed and has the same benefits. Part B: in order to tax the campers, does MRI have a reasonable approach to tax that is reasonable and fair.  Mr. Lessard from MRI (Municipal Resources Inc.) asked what is reasonable and fair and what marker determines the fairness.  For homes the home sales in the marketplace is used.  Campers don’t transfer via a deed but they do see some of them on MLS.  They would use those for comparison.  Chairman Stewart asked if that this would be as a dwelling as opposed to a depreciated vehicle?  Mr. Lessard stated that they are not the same and they are not maintained the same.  The Chairman asked the park owners, Mr. Reynolds, Mr. Nugent and Mr. Emerson, if this was a fair approach.  Mr. Reynolds stated that he couldn’t agree with it.  The campers have wheels on them and a hoop up.  They could be rolled up and hauled out.  The average age is from 1960 to 2009 models.  He doesn’t believe there is a fair and equitable value.  It might capture 1 or 2.  He stated that people in the park ask him all the time what he thinks their campers are worth.  He stated the best way to determine would be the NADA book.  The biggest problem, he explained, across the state is no system that shows the value of units and the willingness to come in and value yearly.  He was asked if he supported the use of the NADA Blue Book, he stated that he doesn’t support the taxation at all, but if it was to be done, he supported the use of the Blue Book.  If a camper is registered, then it would not be taxed according to Mr. Reynolds.  He also explained that what the Assessors gave was a best estimate, and that he would rather see a more accurate estimate.  He stated that the Assessors would still need to come back and review all the properties.  Mr. Marsh stated that the cost of the estimate was not an additional amount charged to the Town.  He explained that it was done as part of their update.  He couldn’t get a better estimate until they actually input the information into the computer to get a value.  He explained that the Selectmen requested an estimate to see if it was worth pursuing.  If the Selectmen decide to move forward, they have the measurements that are needed.  They would need to verify that the campers are still there (about 300 campers).  Mr. Lessard was asked about using the Blue Book.  He responded that they had not used it before but that it might result in a lower figure because the Blue Book treats everything on age and straight line depreciation.  It doesn’t take into consideration things such as view, additions, etc.  Mr. Reynolds stated that he is already paying for the view and location in his taxes.  Mr. Emerson asked Mr. Lessard how many other towns in New Hampshire that they assess are taxing the campers.  Mr. Lessard responded that there were around 14 towns, but not all the towns have camps.  All the towns that do have camp sites do tax the campers.  Mr. Emerson noted that the Town of Ossipee taxes only the park models.  Selectman Hartung asked what a “park model” was.  Mr. Emerson explained that it is a travel trailer that is more like a mobile that is about 12 by 36 (or 40) and made to be more permanent.  Only Mr. Emerson has any in his park.  Mr. Nugent of Sunset Lake Campground gave reasons to not tax the camper trailers.  He  stated that it has been a discouraging year with the storms and economy.  He understands that it will help with the revenue, but felt that drawbacks offset the benefit to taxation.  The process of assessing the campers would involve an update annually and could be costly.  He also felt that the people do support the campgrounds and the local economy, but also understands the fairness.  He stated that the campers are not using the services such as trash, education etc.).  It would be more work on him to make sure the camper owner has paid the tax and straighten out any issues.  He stated that he would rather pay an extra fee on each lot than to go through this process.  Chairman Stewart stated that the RSA does allow the Town to tax the property owner and allow them to pass the cost onto the campers.  Mr. Nugent responded that he doesn’t want the tax.  Mr. Emerson stated that they would need to look at each trailer and visit, measure and print a property card on each camper that is taxed.  
Mr. Reynolds gave an update of the seacoast area and the revenue the campgrounds produce.  He noted that there are 20 campsites and they each pay $15,000 to $16,000 per year for taxes.  There was a survey done and for an average weekend a camper might spend around $500.  He explained that he has been in business there for 23 years and inherited the business from his parents.  It is very important to him and he would not want to sell the property to developers.  Mr. Reynolds asked if mobile trailers parked in driveways will be taxed.  Mr. Lessard the only thing that is taxed is when you leave something year round on the land of another.  There isn’t just one piece of criteria.  Mr. Emerson asked what the procedure will be if approved because if a trailer leaves, then it is not taxed, then the Assessors would need to be on the sites April 1st to see what is there.  Mr. Lessard explained that the week that April 1st they would visit and see what is there and check all the properties that are susceptible to the taxation.  Mr. Emerson asked if the property owner would be notified when the Assessor shows up.  Mr. Marsh stated that they will notify the owners when they are going there.  Mr. Marsh stated that they always try to stop at the office to let them know they are there.  Chief Beaudoin spoke to the fact that the three parks in town are family owned and produce very little police calls.  
Selectman Lindquist motioned to follow through and begin the process of taxing campers (trailers stored on the property of another year around).  She was noted that the assessors we have now are professional and would be able to do the job in a way that is fair to the taxpayers of Hampstead.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion.  The vote is to move forward with taxing the individual camper at the campground.  There are a couple of ways to approach the taxation, which will be decided later, such as what is the best way to do it (regular assessment value vs. the NADA Blue Book).  They will need to look at the pros and cons and to talk with the Tax Collector for her opinion.  The vote is only approving the move forward.  Selectman Lindquist suggested that it be tried for on year and see if it works, if not then it could be changed.  Chairman Stewart explained that this is not additional revenue, but the spreading of the tax burden.  Mr. Lessard explained that the first thing to do would be to go out and verify that what they had is still there and then put the information into the system.  Once the information is in the system, they would be able to give an actual number.  Mr. Nugent asked if he would be reimbursed with a tax rebate for the time he will be spending on this.  It was suggested that he should keep track of the time involved (but no reimbursement).  Mr. Reynolds noted that all the campers have a manufacturing tag on the side of the unit that gives the information.  The Selectman can decide to exempt the camper if it is registered.
The motion passed unanimously.  The Board agreed it is little joy in doing this, but it is fair to the taxpayers.  It was noted that the campground owners be notified of any discussions, and to ask the Tax Collector to be present at the next discussion.  
Liaison Report

Selectman Lindquist

Selectman Lindquist said that she will be attending a meeting in Atkinson Tuesday April 14th to discuss the intersection of West Road, Route 111 and Island Pond Road, with the Board of Selectmen from Atkinson and the Department of Transportation.  The purpose is to discuss the driveway permit from an applicant to the Atkinson Planning Board for a Dunkin Donuts on Route 111 heading West.  Chief Beaudoin and Selectman Hartung stated that they will be there.
Selectman Hartung
PUC- The Public Utilities have been holding hearings around the state for input of the December 2008 ice storm.  Selectman Hartung attended the one in Plaistow and it seems that the largest complaint was communications.  His biggest concern was with Hampstead Area Water Company and their ability to keep water moving.  This will be reviewed by the PUC.

Area Selectmen’s Meeting- Plaistow- There was discussion on the closing of the Plaistow District Court (HB2) is not a done deal yet.  Selectman Lindquist asked what the impact of this was to Hampstead and Selectman Hartung stated that the prosecutor issue is a large impact.  There was also discussion on warrant articles and how each town does it differently.

Cable- The control room has been reorganized and the digital equipment is getting set up.  Selectman Lindquist noted that there were still issues with the schedule of the playback, but will be attending the next meeting to bring it to the committee’s attention.  

SNHHMAAD- There will be a meeting in Atkinson this week for the Hazmat Group.  It is the operations board and to work on the budget for this year.  The Chairman of the group is no longer on the committee, which leaves Selectman Hartung, the Vice Chair, in charge.  

Administrative Assistant Report
Wage and Salary Classification Study 

Employees of the Town have been filling out and providing their surveys to Mrs. Theriault. She would like to send them out within several days. The surveys are available for the Board to review. 

Comstar

Comstar is an ambulance billing company. A majority of the Selectmen had an opportunity to meet with Comstar. As a result of that preliminary meeting, Mrs. Theriault has been in contact with Town Counsel concerning the wording of the contract. Some changes have been made based on the recommendations by Town Counsel. Mrs. Theriault will have the revised contract available for the Board’s review sometime this week or early next week.

In addition, as recommended by the Board, Chief Carrier, Tina Harrington and Mrs. Theriault met to discuss the Comstar ambulance billing specifics. It is the recommendation that the Board accept the fee schedule for ambulance services. It is customary for the billing company to charge Medicare rates plus 30%.  In addition it was discussed the billing and collection process. 

Selectman Lindquist motioned to accept the fee schedule as presented.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  
PSNH informational meeting

Mrs. Theriault attended a PSNH informational session and was provided with materials from PSNH, which are available at the Town Office Building on Renewable Energy. There is a limited quantity. PSNH is interested in meeting with the Board and Hampstead Area Water Company for an ice storm debriefing. She will work on scheduling this and will advise the Board when she has more information. 

Hampstead Area Water Company Contract

Chief Michael Carrier and Mrs. Theriault met with HAWC regarding the water contract. Some revisions are being considered. Chief Carrier provided a status report to the Board via e-mail shortly after the meeting took place. HAWC will be getting back to either Chief Carrier or Mrs. Theriault concerning those changes.  

FEMA Funds

An addition grant for FEMA funds has been completed and it is expected that the Town will receive an additional $13,000 to $14,000 for debris clean up. A check for a little over $55,000 has been received thus far from FEMA.  Mrs. Theriault will schedule a public hearing once the second check is received.
Webcast Regarding the Stimulus Package. 

Mrs. Theriault viewed the webcast concerning the stimulus package. At this time it doesn’t appear as though there are any Town projects that might fall under the stimulus package. However, she will continue to look for any opportunities that may become available. The greatest amount of aid will go to the largest cities and towns in New Hampshire. 

The Land and Water Conservation Fund is requiring that the Towns conduct self-inspections

There are parcels that fall under the auspices of Conservation and some that may be considered Recreation. There are now self inspection surveys that need to be completed (that the State used to do) Mrs. Theriault asked if these requests should now be forwarded to the respective departments?  It was agreed to forward to Conservation for their portion and to Mr. Harms for the tennis court and beach.
Minutes

The meeting minutes of March 9th and March 23rd minutes have been reviewed and are ready for approval.
Selectman Lindquist motioned to approve the minutes as amended for March 9, 2009 and March 23, 2009.  The motion passed unanimously.

Appointments

Ethics Commission- The Board stated that they have been unable to reach Mrs. Costa but will try to stop by the Ethics Commission meeting this week and swear her in after meeting with her. 

RPC-TAC- Christine Orio, a Commissioner for Rockingham Planning, is interested now in being a member of the TAC (Technical Advisory Committee).  

Selectman Lindquist motioned to appoint Christine Orio to be on the RPC TAC committee for the Town of Hampstead.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
Recreation Commission-With the resignation of Cathy Drivas the Recreation Commission would like to have the alternate moved into her position for the balance of the two year term.
Selectman Hartung motioned to appoint Dana D’Amico to a full member of the Recreation Commission with a term to expire in 2011.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Selectman Lindquist moved to go into nonpublic session under RSA 91-A: 3 II (c) reputation 9:32 pm.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken. Selectman Hartung: yes, Selectman Lindquist: yes, Chairman Stewart: yes.

Jon Worthen stayed in attendance
Selectman Hartung moved to come out of nonpublic session under RSA 91-A: 3 II (c) reputations at 10:21 pm.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken. Selectman Hartung: yes, Selectman Lindquist: yes, Chairman Stewart: yes.  

Selectman Hartung moved to give the directive to allow the Road Agent to move forward to lease new equipment and to sign the contract at a later meeting.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.    

is the lease is for a new truck and it was suggested that the seal be printed on the vehicle.  Mr. Worthen stated that he has purchased stickers for tools that are in numbered order.  They are permanent and say the Town of Hampstead on them, so that they could be used by any department.  

Selectman Hartung asked that a PA system be added as a future agenda item.  It was stated that the cost would be around $250 which could be used by the Patriotic Purposes Committee as well as maybe the EMD.  Selectman Lindquist stated that the moderator could also use it at the elections.

Selectman Lindquist stated that she still had her concerns regarding the purchase of the fire department vehicle whereas the town voted it down.  It was explained to her that DRA actually helped write the article and with the budget passing, the article for the vehicle became null and void.  It was also approved by Town Counsel.

Selectman Lindquist will look into writing a policy that clearly explains full time, part time and seasonal employees.  

Mrs. Theriault noted that she received a bill from Ellen Edwards today for items purchased in 2008.  The amount is $453 and the total budget for 2009 is only $500.  If this bill gets paid, the committee has no funds for the balance of the year.  It was discussed that funds may need to be moved from the Senior Trips account to cover the overage.  It was suggested that Chairman Stewart speak to the Recreation Commission and to the members of the Senior Committee and the Drop In Center.  He stated that he will get the information together and set a time to meet with them.  It was stated by Selectman Lindquist that any funds being held by the Senior Committee need to be in the hands of the Town Treasurer.
Selectman Lindquist moved to adjourn the meeting at 10:55 pm.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
