Chairman Stewart called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 pm

· Individuals who wish to speak should speak at the podium so that they will be heard by the cable television viewers. 

· Saturday, June 27th there will be a fireworks display at Meetinghouse Park starting at approximately 9:30 p.m. Earlier in the day there will be Independence Day festivities held at Meetinghouse Park and sponsored by the Civic Club and Lions Club.

· Saturday, July 11, 2009 there will be a bulk disposal at the Kent Farm Facility from 8-4. A dump sticker is required for the facility and may be purchased from the Town Clerk/Tax Collector’s office.

· Every Wednesday there will be a trail ride with Dr. Kevin Arling at 6:00 p.m., sponsored by the Conservation Commission. The ride will start at West Road parking lot. Please bring your bicycle. Rides may vary depending upon weather or level of experience of riders. 

Visitors Comments
Neil Emerson stated that he had a concern with an employee using the town garage for personal business.  He forwarded his complaint to the Ethics Commission, as was the process.  He was notified by the Ethics Commission that they weren’t able to address this issue because it is not outlined in the Code of Ethics policy.  He was told that there had been a request to add it previously, but it never happened.  Mr. Emerson was told that it was up to the Board of Selectmen to set the standards.  Chairman Stewart explained that he had not heard from anyone on the Ethics Commission, but that he believes it is addressed in the current policy.  He asked that a meeting with the Ethics Commission be set up to fix the possible loophole.  He explained that by the next meeting, this will be taken care of.  Chairman Stewart stated that he would contact the Ethics Commission Chairman to get this going.
Department Heads

Police Department-Chief Beaudoin stated that there were magazine sales people in town and they have registered with the Police Department as well as the State.  He knows that there have been some issues in other towns with the salespeople and if anyone had any issues with the salespeople, to contact the police department.  
He also stated that the Recreation Commission has indeed transferred authority of the Meetinghouse Park to the Civic Club for the weekend (6/27 rain date 6/28).  This means that anyone looking to sell at the event or have a booth needs to contact the Civic Club.

Cemetery Trustees –Mr. Emerson announced that Cemetery Trustees are looking to hold an organizational meeting and wanted to have it at the town office.  He would need to have someone open the door, or to get a key.  Selectman Hartung stated that he would be at the meeting and would open the door.  Once there is a new Chairman, then a key to the building will be given to them.

Selectman Lindquist motioned to forward the proposals to the Police Chief for his recommendation.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

RFP for line striping for the Highway Department

There was only one company that responded and that was Hiway Safety Systems of Rockland MA.  Mr. Worthen stated that he spoke with Hiway Safety Systems as well as the other he knows of and that they were both aware of the proposal.   He would like the Selectmen to accept the single proposal.  The proposal was opened and the cost was $2550 or .34 cents per foot

Senior Trips –Kim Colbert and Dana D’Amico of the Recreation Commission spoke to the Selectmen about changing the description of account 45206-53000 the Senior Trips to Senior Trips and other Expenses.  Chairman Stewart explained that this would help defray the costs of the meal costs.  There have been meetings with the Senior Committee (Mr. Tabbi and Mrs. Barry) and meetings with the Drop In Center Coordinators (Mrs. Dimando and Mrs. Guest).  They have been trying to coordinate a larger Senior Committee to group all the activities.  There was also the concern that the use couldn’t be changed.  Mrs. Colbert explained that it is just for the balance of 2009 and that they are looking to go forward with a revolving fund for 2010 which would straighten out any remaining issues.  She also stated that any money that has been collected has been turned over to the Treasurer for deposit into the general fund.  
Selectman Hartung motioned to accept the new definition of account 1001-45206-53000 for FY 2009 to Senior Trips and other Activities.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The Recreation Commission will monitor the expenses and they will not be allowed to over expend the line item.

7:30 p.m. Public hearing pursuant to RSA 31:95-e re: donation of phone system and installation

Pursuant to RSA 31:95 (e) the Hampstead Board of Selectmen will be holding a public hearing on Monday, June 22, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.  at the Town Office Building, 11 Main Street, for the purpose of hearing public testimony and to gather information regarding the donation of a telephone system and installation of equipment. 

The public hearing was opened at 7:30 pm.  Chairman Stewart announced that there was an anonymous donor for equipment and labor to upgrade the phone system at the police department.  The Selectmen did meet with the donor and understand that the donor requests nothing in return.  Chief Beaudoin explained that the donor has done this in other areas.  When the Chief was contacted by the individual, the specs were drawn up. 
The hearing was opened to the public and the only comment was that this was a donation at no cost to the Town and is a “no brainer”.  
Selectman Hartung motioned to accept the donation of equipment and labor.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  
Selectman Lindquist motioned to close the hearing at 7:32 pm.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

Crossing areas over Odd Fellows Road for golf carts – Ron Wante
Mr. Wante lives at 28 Cottage Lane in the Angle Pond Woods development.  He is asking for golf cart crossings along the OddFellows Road at three locations.  He explained that being a retirement community there are more people using golf carts to get around.  There was a complaint to the police of people operating OHRV on a public way.  Chief Beaudoin meet with Fish and Game as well as the Board of Directors of the Angle Pond Association and it was determined that if they were to drive their golf carts on the town road, they would need to register the carts as OHRV and would need crossing areas.  The resident stated that there have been no issues in the last four years, but that there are more carts as people are moving in.  They are looking for crossing lanes at Bethany Lane to the trails, Autumn Lane to the trails and Pond View Drive (to a lawn, but next to the trail to the beach).
Mr. Wante explained that due to the grade of the land it needs to have a third area.  OddFellows Road was a cul-de-sac prior to the building of the development.  It is now becoming a cut through from Emerson Avenue to Sandown Road.  Chief Beaudoin stated that Fish and Game is okay as long as the vehicles are registered as OHRVs.  He also explained that Fish and Game could come down and require crossings.  Chief Beaudoin is okay with the locations of the crossings, as long as Fish and Game are okay with them.  Mr. Emerson asked about any liability.  What if a golf cart hits his car while he is driving down the road?  Chief Beaudoin stated that once they are registered as an OHRV, they will need to follow the rules of the road and an OHRV must yield to cars and pedestrians.  Chairman Stewart asked if the speed limit should be reduced and Chief Beaudoin stated that would need to be decided by Highway Safety Committee.  He also noted that this discussion bypasses the Highway Safety Committee because it deals with OHRVs.  The question came up regarding the initial cost.  Mr. Mante stated that the cost to register the golf cart is $54.00 and they don’t need insurance but most will have liability insurance on their homeowner insurance.  
Chief Beaudoin stated that he had no issue with recommending the crossings and would talk to Fish and Game.

Selectman Lindquist motioned to accept the proposal of three crossings to be located on OddFellows Road in the Angle Pond development subject to Fish and Game approval and the reimbursement of expenses for signs and the striping of the lines by the Angle Pond Association.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Recommendation from Conservation Commission based on public hearing of June 17th, land acquisition
Tim Lovell, Chairman of the Conservation Commission explained to the Selectmen that the Conservation Commission has a chance to purchase some land off of Page Lane that would abut other town land.  The Conservation Commission did a land matrix and identified 10-12 parcels that they would be interested in.  They sent out letters to the property owners and had only one response.  This parcel has 17.30 acres with most of it swamp land.  Mr. Lovell believes that there might be one buildable lot on it along the road.  The Conservation Commission met and held a public hearing.  They would like to offer $75,000 to the property owner.  There are three properties on the road, one abutter is the seller, and one abutter was notified directly when they were walking the site.  The third had not been notified.  There were questions about it being a trail head and their being additional parking on Page Lane.  Mr. Lovell stated that the trail could be accessed from another location.  Selectman Lindquist stated that it will be paid from the Land Purchase Fund, which comes from properties coming out of Current Use.  Selectman Hartung requested a non public.  Mr. Emerson asked if the property was appraised by a certified appraiser.  Mr. Lovell stated that it had not.  He believed that appraising a property is an opinion of the appraiser and it would be hard to determine the value of the raw land.  He stated that the Commission had looked at the appraised value and then added some.  Most of the value of the property is on the buildable lot.  It was agreed to table this until later in the meeting, after a non public with the Selectmen.
Dog fines – John Martinage of 166 Wheelwright Road read a letter regarding the civil forfeiture fines. He was upset, first with the letter that was sent out for unlicensed dogs and that there are no “friendly reminders” sent out by the town.  Mr. Dowd stated that he had not received the letter, but had heard from a number of people about the letter and heard that many people were in tears once they read the letter.  Mr. Dowd stated that he spoke with Tricia Curran, the Town Clerk, and that she stated it was a state approved letter, but he stated there were many wrong items in the letter.  He was shocked at how the residents were treated and that he believed it would be remedied.  Selectman Hartung noted that they had asked Town Counsel to review the process that was followed.  According to the letter received from Town Counsel, the forfeiture letters should not be sent out until after the 20th of June.  The warrant is presented to the Selectmen any where from the 1st to the 20th, but the letters go out after the 20th and the fees are due for any unlicensed dogs after June 20th.  Chairman Stewart explained that he meet with Dale Childs, the Animal Control Officer and Tricia Curran, the Town Clerk to review the policy  and Officer Childs states she works under the nuisance law, which takes effect after April.  Mr. Martinage stated that he has contacted several other towns and they charge after June 20th.  He submitted a copy of Salem with his letter.  Chairman Stewart said that Atkinson was charging the forfeiture fee since June 15th.  Selectman Lindquist stated that it didn’t matter what other towns were doing, the law states the forfeiture fee starts June 20th.  Chairman Stewart said that he strongly believes in mailing out postcards as reminders for next year.  He explained that this had been done in the past but was stopped and they relied on notices in the paper and broadcasts of meetings to get the word out.  Mr. Martinage made a comment about the website having incorrect information about the forfeiture fine also.  Selectman Hartung stated that he looked at the website and the information there is correct because it refers to the nuisance fee.  That is separate from the routine license requirements.  Mr. Dowd asked if the Selectmen had considered what to do about those that paid the fee prior to June 20th.  The Selectmen agree that the money should be refunded but there was some discussion as to what date to use.  It was agreed that anyone that paid the civil forfeiture fee prior to June 20th would be refunded.  Chairman Stewart thanked everyone for their input and stated that although this was a heated issue, it was a case of presenting the issue in a calm manner and that things could be worked out and that the Selectmen will always try to do what is right. 
Selectman Lindquist motioned to ask the Town Clerk to refund those that paid the civil forfeitures prior to June 20th.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and noted that they will need to review and refine the policy.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Old Business
Signage-Odds and Ends Painting- Mr. Ares was told that the Selectmen would be back with a decision regarding whether or not he could continue to have his business sign on a property that did not belong to him.  The Selectmen needed the time to review the case and see if it could be allowed.  The sign ordinance they were reviewing was adopted by the Selectmen and therefore was amendable by them.  Selectman Lindquist was looking into adding an amendment that allowed a special exemption by holding a public hearing.  Chairman Stewart asked Mr. Ares about the property where his sign was located being up for sale and whether or not he had permission from the new owner.  Mr. Ares stated that the property is up for sale and he had not yet spoken with the buyer, but would hope he could barter something similar to the agreement he had in place with the current owner.  Selectman Hartung stated that the ordinance is a temporary sign ordinance and what Mr. Ares was looking for was a permanent commercial sign. He would not like to modify the ordinance for this case because it does not meet the spirit of the ordinance.  He stated that the ZBA has authority under the zoning ordinance to address the issue.  The problem is compounded with the property being in Zone B, which is recreational and there are no home businesses allowed.  As a painter he is allowed a business, because he does his work elsewhere, so there is no foot traffic.  The authority of the ZBA would be for a variance, but it would be hard to have it allowed, whereas it is not on Mr. Ares property.  It was noted he has the town website to have his business listed.  Chairman Stewart apologized and stated that the only action they could take is no action.  
Mrs. King stated that in looking over the minutes from the last meeting and she had a concern regarding the temporary sign ordinance.  She explained that temporary signs are a tool for contractors and they should be removed when the job is done.  If someone comes in and paints a room every 2 weeks, that sign could be left out in the yard for months.  She believes that exposure is vital but that homeowners need to keep the value intact and allowing signs to stay up makes it look bad.  Selectman Lindquist asked who controls what signs are taking down.  She said that there were tree removal signs on Emerson Avenue since December.  Mrs. King responded that she was waiting for the results tonight before she moved forward.  Selectman Lindquist stated that the ordinance allows 30 days from when erected.  Mrs. King stated that they should have a permit for the sign with the fees that are attached to the sign permits.  She stated that you can’t have a sign up for 30 days after painting a door and that she will call the contractor and tells them that it is a tool and needs to come down the same day.  Selectman Hartung thought that this was effective.  Mrs. King stated that she has contacted them all when she finds them, but that she doesn’t drive around looking for them.  Most time it is residents that call her.  

Liaison Report

Selectman Hartung
The 5th Annual Preparedness Conference is scheduled for June 23rd and there are four going from town.
SENHHMAAD- 

The annual meeting was held and Selectman Hartung is now the chairman and Deputy Chief Gilmartin is the treasurer of the Hazmat group.  

Cemetery Trustees- Selectman Hartung stated that he has been in contact with Mr. Sullivan, one of the Cemetery Trustees and they talked about the computer he currently has.  According to Mr. Sullivan the computer is functional but the game plan is to get a new computer, get it up and going and then transfer the information from one computer to the other.  The only cemetery on the computer is the Lakeview Cemetery.  They have all the maps and information, but it is not all in the computer.  Mr. Sullivan also told Selectman Hartung that he had not been contacted by any members of the Historical Society regarding the old records and allowing the public access at the museum.  Mr. Emerson a Cemetery Trustee, was also present and Selectman Lindquist explained to him what they were looking for. Mr. Emerson also stated that he has never been contacted by anyone from the Historic Society either.  Selectman Lindquist stated that it was Selectman Hartung that had tried to contact the Cemetery Trustees and had tried several times.  She explained that any historical information they could get they would appreciate.  Mr. Emerson asked for them to wait until they are able to update the information.  Chairman Stewart asked that an email be formally sent to the Trustees requesting the information so that there would be a paper trail and that they should wait until the new computer is up and working.  (Add to action list)
Selectman Lindquist

She had none to report at this time.
Chairman Stewart

Highway Department- Chairman Stewart had talked with Mr. Worthen regarding a software program for maintenance and repairs of roads.  The software would allow for him to track the maintenance on the roads and would have a methodology to help determine work that needs to be done and a process to help for future budgeting.  Mr. Worthen explained that the software was from the UNH Technology Center and that he took a class on the software.  He believes it would work well and that there is a lot of information that can be put into the program. There would be a lot of work to put the information in, but that they only need to put it what they want to get out of the program.  Chairman Stewart reviewed the software and believes that it would be a more formal planning tool.  Mr. Worthen believes the cost for the software is around $500 and that there might be an annual license fee.  The Selectmen asked for more information for the next meeting.  (Add to action list)
Visitors Comment
Mr. Emerson–He asked the Selectmen if they were aware that the State of New Hampshire is looking ton increase the Meals and Rooms Tax and to add campgrounds.  Chairman Stewart asked what the State would be basing the tax on and Mr. Emerson explained that they are treating the campgrounds the same as a hotel room.  He felt that with the Meals and Rooms tax as well as the property tax, there is now double taxation and that something needs to be done.  Chairman Stewart asked for him to come back when there is more information.

Non Public Session 

Selectman Hartung moved to go into nonpublic under RSA 91-A: 3 II (d) properties at 9:04 pm.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken. 

Selectman Hartung: yes, Selectman Lindquist: yes, Chairman Stewart: yes.

Guest: Tim Lovell, Chairman Conservation Commission

Selectman Hartung motioned to come out of non public session under RSA 91-A 3 II (d) property at 9:04 pm.

Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken. 

Selectman Hartung: yes, Selectman Lindquist: yes, Chairman Stewart: yes.
Selectman Hartung motioned to seal the minutes of the non public.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

The Selectmen announced that there is a recommendation from the Conservation Commission to make an offer to purchase on property located at Map 2 Lot 150 for the amount of $75,000.

Selectman Hartung motioned to allow the Conservation Commission to offer $75,000 for map 2 lot 150 and that the offer would have a 30 day time limit on it.  If at the end of the 30 days the offer is not accepted, the offer will be withdrawn and the interest closed.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Action Items

· Prepare answers to FAQs re: camping trailer owners – ST
Mrs. Theriault has completed this and made some minor changes after speaking with the Recreation Commission.  It was suggested to add the RSA 21:6 into the newsletter (which explains domicile) and then email it to the residents that contacted the Selectmen and then send it to the campgrounds.  
· Telephone line service – BOS approval needed
Mrs. Theriault explained that there were two companies that made proposals and IdeaCom presented the most cost savings to the town.  She recommended moving forward with them.  

Selectman Hartung motioned to move forward and accept the proposed plan from IdeaCom and to start saving money on the phone lines.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

· Credit Card Policy – ST
Mrs. Theriault has not drafted a policy yet, but will have one for the next meeting.  Selectman Lindquist would like to see it placed into the personnel policy.
· Doors to Meeting room ST/SH
Mr. Harms called the company again today.  He has been having a hard time getting a date from them, which he claimed was unusual.  The Selectmen would like to see this resolved soon and if they can’t get the doors delivered by Wednesday July 1st, then they should cancel the order and the purchase order dissolved.  
· Cable System- Cable Committee/PL
Selectman Lindquist explained that the problems that the new system was having has not been resolved and they are now sending the system back.  The Virtual Town Hall proposal has been accepted and there will be set up meeting with the vendor and the committee so they can see what steps need to be followed to get up and going.  Chairman Stewart asked that the vendor give a presentation at the next department meeting and explain the responsibility for updating the website.  Chairman Stewart asked if this would allow people to pay for things on line such as dog licenses.  Mrs. Theriault explained that the answer is no, but that the Mrs. Curran is looking into a way to be able to do it without incurring the fee to the town.  

· Kingston Preambulation – JS
Chairman Stewart has contacted Mr. St. Hilaire in Kingston to set up some dates.  Mrs. Harrington reminded him that it also needs to include Danville.  The whole process started with Danville and a missing marker on Johnson Road and a missing marker in the tire pile at the three town line.  Chairman Stewart asked for the dates that the other towns were completed.

· Meetinghouse exterior – PL
Selectman Lindquist said that Mr. Morris met with Bob Pothier regarding the back of the meeting house and he will come down around July 4th.  The clapboards will need to be fixed as well as the tarp needs to be removed and to get a white wash.  Mr. Pothier is currently working alone which has caused some delays.
· Front entrances of Town Office Building, Historic Museum and Meetinghouse –ST/SH
Chairman Stewart stated that he spoke with Mr. Harms and he stated that he will have Odds and Ends Painting get the work done.  Selectman Lindquist asked why the buildings and grounds crew doesn’t do it.  Chairman Stewart suggested that Mr. Harms preferred to have it done by someone other than some of his crew.  There are windows panes that need to be glazed and a painter would be able to do a better job.

Selectman Hartung motioned to appoint Brett McTammany to the Conservation Commission as an alternate member for a three year term.  The motion was seconded by Selectman Hartung and the motion passed unanimously.  
Selectman Hartung motioned to appoint Pamela Allard to the Conservation Commission as an alternate member for a three year term.  The motion was seconded by Selectman Hartung and the motion passed unanimously

Selectmen Lindquist motioned to reappoint Anthony Leocha to the Cable Committee for a three year term.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  
Selectman Lindquist motioned to reappoint Dean Howard to the Highway Safety Committee for a three year term.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Selectman Lindquist asked the status of the LGC Wage Study that is expected for July 1st.  Mrs. Theriault explained that she believes it will take longer than expected.  There were some changes at the LGC that have affected Mr. Cox and his time.  There have been job descriptions that have come back to the town for review, but they seem to come about 5 at a time.  She seems to get them about every 10 days.  She will see if there is a target date.  Chairman Stewart stated that there were still some questions about what towns should be used for comparison purposes.  We are on the larger population side but low on the budget side.  He would like to see the parameters used in coming up with the towns.  Mrs. Theriault stated that she had contacted Mr. Cox and gave him the number to contact Mr. Stewart.  
There are openings on the Code of Ethics Commission, an alternate for the Recreation Commission, Friends of Ordway Park, Energy Committee, Cable Committee and a ZBA Alternate.

Correspondence 
West Road complaint- A resident on West Road complained that since the Route 93 ramp was opened, the traffic along West Road has increased significantly.  She feels that there are traffic concerns as well as safety concerns with the increased traffic.  The letter will be placed in the read file.  Mr. Worthen stated that he had given a copy to Chief Beaudoin and that the Highway Safety Committee will review it.  Chairman Stewart would like to have a response to the complaint and that it is going to the Highway Safety Committee.

Irongate deed- The driveway along Stage Road is coming back to the Town per the agreement with the developers of Irongate Village.  Once the deed is recorded, the Town should receive the original.  Town Council had reviewed the deed and had requested a change, which is in the final copy.  
NRRA- The Northeast Resource Recovery Association has sent a certificate of our membership for the year 2009.

Dorci Letter- A letter was received from Julia Dorci regarding Hampstead Academy.  The letter is in the read file.

Award RFP Line Striping- Mr. Worthen asked if the Selectmen would award the proposal for line striping to Hiway Safety Systems.  The cost is at 3.4 per foot with 4 feet per foot of road would cost about $10,200.  There are three passes on each road.  The cost last year was between $8,000 and $10,000.
Selectman Lindquist motioned to award the line stripping proposal to Hiway Safety Systems.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

 Activity Log
It was agreed to do away with the activity log and to add the items to the action list.
Number 4 and number 5 are removed.  The bonding question will be added to the action list.  Utility taxation will be added to a future agenda item for the fall budget season as well as the ordinance for taxing utilities.
