New Business 
·  Discussion concerning 416 Emerson Ave. entrance

Selectman Hartung said that almost all of the businesses are open. There is a unique traffic pattern at the shopping plaza. One entrance nearest Route 111 indicates that traffic should not exit from that location. He mentioned that there was a truck that came out from that entrance and Selectman Hartung was interested in hearing about enforcement at the entrance. Chief Beaudoin said he was aware of the problem as soon as the development started. Nine tickets were given out and he hates to have that happen. People have just opened their businesses and customers are now getting ticketed. At $50 per ticket, this is $50 that will not be spent at the restaurants in this plaza. Three businesses are still not open yet. Selectmen Hartung said that a bigger price will be paid if there is an accident at this location. 
People are confused by the “Do Not Enter” sign. Why not write “Do not exit”? According to Chief Beaudoin the owner of the development would be willing to do that. Chairman Stewart said that the signage is confusing. Selectman Hartung believed that “Wrong Way” may be helpful. Chief Beaudoin said that the owner will put an exit sign up to direct people away from the gas station to the opposite side of the building and out Miner’s Way. The Planning Board must have allowed this or the buildings wouldn’t have been built. Kris Emerson will be meeting with the owner and hopefully this will stop some of the confusion. Selectman Lindquist added that Miner’s Way is a private road. She observed a tractor trailer having difficulty maneuvering into the area and traffic was backed up.
Old Business
· Change in telephone service - Ideacom
Selectmen Hartung made a motion to approve the recommendation of Brad Little from Ideacom to switch to New Herizons, the least expensive company. Selectmen Lindquist seconded that motion. Motion passed unanimously. 

Liaison Report

Selectman Lindquist provided an update on the Meetinghouse. It has been too wet to paint but Mr. Pouthier will be keeping watching the weather to see when work can be done on the Meetinghouse.
Selectman Hartung said that the mediation between Lewis Builders and the Town of Hampstead was successful but the details of the mediation are not public at this time. The information can only be disclosed after the agreement has been signed by all parties. 
Chairman Stewart stated that the CART rate increases are effective on October 1st, 2009. Discounts are available to Medicaid card carriers. 
Administrative Assistant Report
MS-1 Extension

The MS-1, which is a form that is required by the Department of Revenue Administration is due September 1st. Since the Town is in the middle of an update of values, a request for an extension should be made. This is not unusual and DRA routinely grants these extensions. The MS-1 is to report the value property in town to the Department of Revenue Administration.
Selectman Hartung made a motion to sign off on the MS-1 extension to extend the date to October 1st, 2009. Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

AFLAC

There have been two meetings with AFLAC representatives concerning the plans. One more meeting is scheduled and that will be held this Wednesday at 9:00 a.m. This is a supplemental plan for illness/injury that is paid by the employee. A number of employees are pleased that this is being offered.
