Public Announcements
· Thursday, October 8, 2009 a public hearing is scheduled with the Department of Transportation regarding the Ten Year Plan at the Town Offices in the meeting room starting at 7:00 p.m.

· Saturday, October 10, 2009 there will be a bulk disposal at the Kent Farm Facility from 8-4. A dump sticker is required for the facility and may be purchased from the Town Clerk/Tax Collector’s office.

· Saturday, October 31, 2009 trick or treat will be held between the hours of 5:00 and 8:00 p.m.

· Saturday, October 31, 2009 there will be household hazardous waste collection day, location to be announced.

· Waste Oil, fluorescent light bulbs, car batteries and thermostats are collected at the Town Garage on the first and third Saturdays of the month. Books may be dropped off at anytime.
· Household Hazardous Waste Day will be on October 31st from 9-12 at the Danville Town Hall on Route 111A.

Department Heads

Road Agent, Jon Worthen- Mr. Worthen stated that he had received a call from PSNH telling him that they would be putting 4 new poles on School Street.  They would be bypassing the underground wires and putting the poles up.  He wondered if whereas this was a Planning Board approved lot, if the change from underground to above ground needs to be approved by the Planning Board.  Selectman Lindquist stated that there have been issues with the wiring at the Middle School and that the wires underground had no conduit and when it gets wet, the school has issues with electricity.  Ms. Williams stated that it was a school issue and that they had discussed it at their previous meeting.  Selectman Lindquist offered to check with the Planning Board.
Recreation, Kim Colbert, Chairman- Mrs. Colbert stated that the fields are looking good and the playground looks great.  She also noted that there is grass growing on the t-ball field on West Road.  The annual Senior Dinner will be held on December 6th at the Granite Rose.  Tickets are available on October 1st and proof of residency will be required.  If anyone is unable to get to the Town Hall to get their tickets, then they can contact the Recreation Department and they will work something out.  The Recreation Commission received a letter of resignation from Bob Mailloux.  It is effective 12/20/2009, which is their last meeting of 2009.  
Selectman Lindquist moved to accept the resignation of Bob Mailloux effective 12/20/09 with deep regret and ask that a letter of thanks be sent to him.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Mrs. Colbert stated that she has received a letter from the Hampstead Mother’s Club regarding the pavilion that was just completed at the Depot Road ballfields.  They would like to donate the pavilion to the Town of Hampstead.  Selectman Hartung asked if the value of the project was noted on the letter and Mrs. Colbert stated that it was not.  He explained that any gift with a value over $5,000 would require a public hearing for the town to accept it.  There was a question about the playground and why it didn’t go through that process.  Mrs. Theriault explained that whereas the playground was on the warrant for some funding from the town, when it passed it was deemed accepted and did not need to go to a public hearing.

The Selectmen agreed to hold off on accepting the pavilion until it has gone through the proper process.  Mrs. Theriault will place the legal ad for a hearing and add this to the next agenda.

Lastly the Hampstead Recreation Commission along with some other organizations and the Civic Club are sponsoring a speaker on youth sports.  The speaker’s name is Bob Bigelow and he talks about letting kids play.  

New Business 
E-Registration- Mrs. Curran, Town Clerk-Tax Collector presented a new service for the residents of Hampstead called E-Reg.  This service allows residents with renewal of auto registrations starting in October to do their renewals on line.  If the registration is processed by 2:00 pm, the registration will be in the mail the next day.  When you renew your registration with this service, it will create an electronic check that will be printed at the Town Clerk’s office and deposited into the bank.  There is a fee to the residents of $1.50 flat fee and then $.35 for the first five transactions.  She noted that you can also get an estimated cost of a registration on line.  Only renewals can be processed on E-Reg.  Any new registrations need to be done in person.  Starting with the October renewals, there is a pin number sent out with the paperwork that when entered, will show all the vehicles registered in your name.  If you go on without the pin, each vehicle will need to be processed separately with the registration number.  She noted that it is a great service and 7 people have already used it.  She is hoping that in January she will be able to have dog licenses and transfer station stickers on a similar process.
To reach the E-Reg, just click on the moose on the Town of Hampstead website.
Rockingham County Attorney Contract for 2010- Chief Beaudoin submitted the contract for the County Attorney for 2010.  The cost has gone up about $320 from the 2009 contract price.  The cost is $3,821.75 per quarter for a total of $15,287.00.

Selectman Lindquist motioned to sign the contract as requested.  Selectman Hartung seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously and the contract was signed by each member of the Selectmen.

RFP for Repair at Town Hall- Mrs. Theriault noted that there was only one bid received for the repair of the drywall in the lobby of the Town Hall.  She stated that there were a few companies that did come in and look at the work and spoke with Mr. Harms.  The Selectmen did agree to open the single bid with the notation that they had the right to refuse any bids.
M& L Maintenance of Litchfield, NH $3,445.00

Selectman Hartung motioned to forward the bid to Mr. Harms and that they accept the proposal pending Mr. Harm’s recommendation.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Old Business
Wage and Salary Classification Study- Selectman Hartung announced that the Selectmen met with Barry Cox of the LGC along with members of the Wage and Salary Committee, the Library Trustees, the Library Director and Mrs. Theriault to hear about his results.  Neither the Selectmen nor Wage and Salary have met to discuss the results yet.  Selectman Hartung thinks that the Selectmen should meet to go over it and discuss where they see issues.  It was noted that Mrs. Theriault is looking at setting up a meeting with Wage and Salary with the Selectmen, but it was agreed that it would be better to meet amongst themselves, to come up with any issues they see and then see what Wage and Salary comes back with, as well as the Library Trustees.  Selectman Lindquist agreed that it would be better to have their own meeting to review and discuss the study and for Wage and Salary to do their own thing.  When the Selectmen meet with Wage and Salary they can then go over their concerns.  
The document is a public document and will be available to department heads for review.  The Selectmen will meet on October 2, 2009 and it will note that the meeting may go into non public for the purpose of discussing the results of the classification study.  

Liaison Report

Selectman Lindquist

Selectman Hartung
On September 15th there was the meeting with Barry Cox of the LGC.  On September 16th, there was an Area Selectmen’s meeting in Chester.  On September 17th he had a meeting with the EMD and Mr. Alberghini on the EOP (Emergency operations plan.  The grant has been submitted to help pay ½ the cost of the plan.  He explained that it was a lot of work, but things went well and Mr. Alberghini is very professional.  Also on September 17th there was a meeting of the Southern NH Hazmat Mutual Aid District Board of Directors and Operations Committee, held in Sandown.  He stated that they updated the by-laws for the Operations Committee.  On September 22nd he attended the Budget Conference along with Mrs. Theriault, Mrs. Harrington, Mr. Williams and Selectman Stewart. Selectman Hartung stated that they learned some new ideas on how to present the budget and ways to communicate it to the public to build up support.
Chairman Stewart

Conservation Commission passed papers last week on the property on Page Lane.  This will add 17 acres to the Conservation Land and allows more of the land to be connected.  
The Conservation Commission is considering the request of the Friends of Ordway Park for some land to be purchased at the back of the park that is along the green belt.  This would provide a buffer to the park from the bike trail.  

School Board-They are starting the process of preparing the 2010-2011 budget.  They are looking at the long range plan.  There were some focus groups and from that they developed a strategic plan that will fit for the next 10-15 years.
CART- They have submitted the statistical performance.  The budget request is not yet ready.  Selectman Lindquist asked if a status on the Town of Salem is known, because if they pull out of CART she we should also consider stepping out. The statistical report shows that the cost increase has had no effect on the ridership and that Hampstead has been steady.  He also explained that the phone number to CART is now on the crawl along the cable channel and that the ½ price fare application is available on the website www.cartrides.org.
He stated that the applications are reviewed and approved by Easter Seals.  He asked that a link be provided from the website to CART.
Kingston Perambulation- Chairman Stewart stated that two markers were found, but two were not.  They will go back out in the fall when the leaves are off the trees to see if they can locate the two missing markers.  He did state that the corner marker of all three towns where the tire pile used to be was reset.  The rest of the town bound is in a straight line.

Administrative Assistant Report

Holiday schedule

As a follow up to our last meeting, Mrs. Theriault checked with the Town Clerk/Tax Collector and over the last 5 or so years the Town Clerk Tax Collector’s office has been closed the day after Thanksgiving. In order that the employees receive a full holiday for the Fourth of July since it fell on a Friday, the BOS were asked to close the Town Office building the day after Thanksgiving.
Selectman Hartung motioned to close the office on 11/27/09 as a paid holiday for those scheduled to work.  Selectman Lindquist seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Website update

Departments have submitted information to Virtual Town Hall to update the website. VTH has not completed the updates yet.  The information is being placed on the new website a few departments at a time.  
EOP finalized

The Emergency Operations Plan has been completed. Sandy Koleque-Spalaris had submitted the paperwork for a 50% grant.  
COOP (Continuity of operations plan) is part of the EOP

Department Heads have been sent friendly reminders to have drafts ready by the next Department Head meeting.

Selectman Lindquist stated that she recently went to her doctor, who gave her a prescription to go to a local Walgreens for her flu shot.  As long as the pharmacist is on duty, they will administer the shot.  Selectman Hartung said the need for a prescription might be changing.  He also stated that in preparation for the H1N1 flu, Derry is having a POD training on October 8th.  A POD exercise will be at the West Running Brook School on October 17 from 8 am to 2 pm there will be shots given to children.  Some of our emergency personnel will be helping out there.  This will be a training exercise funded by the State of New Hampshire.
Mrs. Theriault asked the Selectmen if they would like to change the meeting of October 12th to another evening.  She explained that it is a floating holiday for some and that there is a budget meeting on the 15th.  The Selectmen agreed to keep the meeting scheduled for October 12th.
