Parade Rules 

1 The applicant shall be responsible for the conduct of all of its participants and agrees to notify ALL 

participants of these rules and regulations. 

2 Distribution of literature in any form is prohibited. 

3 Candy or other items being passed out must be handed to the crowd at the curb. No throwing is 

permitted. Please distribute candy HAND-TO-HAND by walking along the parade route next to 

spectators since it is very dangerous for spectators to run into the street for candy or other hand-

outs. 

4 All entries must adhere to the parade theme. Floats must be appropriate for family 

entertainment. Entries that are for only commercial or political purposes will not be allowed. 

5 Walkers are to be dressed appropriately reflecting the Christmas Season, The Parade Theme or 

costumed to comply with the theme of the float or group. 

6 Santa Claus will be participating and will be provided by the HFD. Please do not include Santa in 

your group. Any additional Santa’s will be removed from the parade. 

7 All animal units must provide a clean-up crew or they will not be allowed to enter the line of March. 

All animals must have updated vaccinations and be in good medical health and be able to cope 

with crowds, noise and other animals. 

8 Participants on bicycles, scooters, skates, skateboards, etc. must wear a helmet and proper 

safety equipment. 

9 Reckless driving is prohibited and may result in immediate removal and future denial of entries. 

10 In case of an emergency, which may require police or fire vehicles, all entries are required to 

move as far to the right side of the street as possible. 
11 No one may step on or off a float or any motorized unit until it is at a COMPLETE stop. 

12 Entries with children under the age of 18 must also have parents or other adult chaperones 

walking alongside that provide supervision. Persons riding on floats or flatbed trucks must be 

seated if there are no protective restraints. 

13 Hampstead Firemen’s Association is not responsible for the safety of the float or the persons 

riding the float. The applicant is required to comply with all applicable laws to ensure everyone’s 

safety. 

14 By applying to participate in the Annual Parade, the signatory and all participants in that unit 

agree to abide by all of the Parade Rules and Regulations and town ordinances. 

I hereby certify that I have read the rules and agree to abide by them. I understand the Hampstead 

Firemen’s Association cannot be held responsible for theft, damage or injury and I have read, 

accepted
